Knowing how the honey bee lives in its natural world is important for a broad range of
scientific studies. This is because Apis mellifera has become one of the model systems for
investigating basic questions in biology, especially those related to behavior. Whether one is
studying these bees to solve some mystery in animal cognition, behavioral genetics, or social

behavior, it is critically important before designing

one's experimental investigations. For example, when sleep researchers used honey bees to
explore the functions of sleep, they benefited greatly from knowing that it is only the elderly
bees within a colony, the foragers, that get most of their sleep at night and in comparatively
long bouts. If these researchers had not known which bees are a colony’'s soundest sleepers
when nightfall comes, then they might have failed to design truly meaningful
sleep-deprivation experiments. A good experiment with honey bees, as with all organisms,
taps into their natural way of life.

Violent and discriminatory conduct must be swiftly punished, and speech conveying
discriminatory, hateful ideas should be strongly contradicted. But punishing ideas we consider
hateful or discriminatory not only violates the fundamental free speech principles; it also may
well increase intergroup distrust and discrimination rather than reducing them. Evidence
suggests that none of us is immune from “implicit" or unconscious biases that pervade our
society, with its entrenched structural discrimination. Therefore, speech that reflects
discriminatory stereotypes can often result from ignorance or insensitivity rather than
malevolence. Of course, we must vigorously combat bias, including the unintended variety. But
the tools for doing so should be adjusted appropriately. Someone who negligently conveys
stereotyped views is likely to respond more positively to constructive educational outreach
than to accusations of and punishment for “hate speech.” Indeed, even for people who
consciously harbor and express hateful views, educational strategies are more promising than
censorship for altering such views and curbing their influence.

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In a study, 77 undergraduate students were interviewed. During these interviews, they were
presented with various events (e.g., falling on their head, getting a painful wound, or being
sent to a hospital emergency room). They were told that, according to their parents, these
events had occurred in their childhood. The interviewer gave further details about the events
supposedly given by the parents. Unknown to the interviewees, the events were invented by
the researchers and had never happened to the participants according to their parents.
Guided imagery instructions were given to the participants to help them generate images for
the false event (e.g., “Visualize what it might have been like and the memory will probably
come back to you”). Results indicated that 26% of students “recovered” a complete memory
for the false event, and another 30% recalled aspects of the false experience.

In contrast, those radiations with longer wavelengths carry much less energy than light (think

radio waves), not even enough to bend retinal or other biological molecules.

When electromagnetic wavelengths start to get too long to bend retinal (a biological
chemical in the retina of the eye), we call them infrared because they are just below the
visible color red. When the wavelengths are a little too short to be seen we call them
ultraviolet because they are just beyond the visible color violet. Visible light is squeezed in
between the invisible infrared and ultraviolet wavelengths. ( @ ) If we consider visible light to
be the dividing line within the universe of invisible electromagnetic waves, what can we say
about wavelengths on either side of the visible? ( @ ) Those wavelengths shorter than visible

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Pain has always been philosophically and politically problematic. Whereas physical injuries
and diseases can be observed by others, pain has an apparently private quality, which
potentially cuts the sufferer off from others. By its nature, it can be difficult to adequately
communicate, a quality that led the cultural theorist Elaine Scarry to describe intense pain as
“world-destroying.” The sufferer feels alone with their pain, and depends on the capacity of
others to empathize and to believe them. As Scarry puts it, “To have pain is to have
certainty; to hear about pain is to have doubt.” This generates its own political strains, as
some sufferers are inevitably viewed as more credible than others, while some are assumed to
exaggerate their pains. The politics of pain involves differing views of who deserves
compassion and how much, a matter that generates its own distinctive political positions. For
example, American conservatives have historically taken the harsher view that those in pain

are less deserving of sympathy or pain relief.
