American linguist Noam Chomsky refers to language as a mirror of the mind. ‘Thus language
is @ mirror of mind in a deep and significant sense.

Modern science emerged out of traditions that are clearly Western. It seems that the process
of sorting into either/or categories can be traced to ancient Greek thought. The process of
organizing objects according to @ whether they have or do not have a particular property,
with no intermediate category, is sometimes called Aristotelian. This very formal approach to
classifying, unlike the version of classifying we might use in everyday living, @ making no
allowance for fuzziness. It is important to recognize that thinking scientifically is not natural or
automatic. Indeed learning to perceive the world in ways @ consistent with this dichotomous,
observation-based perspective is something we must learn. For some of us, this may seem to
be very natural. In actuality it is an extension of the cultural traditions @ within which we
were raised. Classifying is an example of a very particular way of thinking that teachers must
introduce to students to familiarize & them with the culture of science.
